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Operational Requirements

Warnings

Installation 

All installations must conform to local plumbing codes and 
use approved backflow prevention devices.  A pressure indi-
cating tee is to be installed with existing faucets according to 
local plumbing codes in the state of Wisconsin and any other 
state that requires the use of a pressure indicating tee.

ALWAYS WEAR PROTECTIVE CLOTHING AND EYEWEAR WHEN 
WORKING WITH CHEMICAL PRODUCTS

1.  Select desired location. 
2.  Use template and level to mark holes for drilling.
3.  Pre-drill holes using recommended drill bit and install supplied anchors.
4.  Thread screws in top two anchors leaving enough space to hang dispenser on 
     key hole slots.
5.  Hang dispenser from screws and confirm dispenser is level.
6.  Insert bottom screws in bottom anchors and tighten all screws against dispenser to 
     ensure a secure fit.
7.  Select appropriate outlet tubing and push onto proportioner assembly. 
	 Use 6’ tube with hose hanger for filling automatic scrubbers and mop buckets (Figure 1)
	 Use 10” tube for filling bottles (Figure 2)
	 *Tip: Warming the outlet tube end with hot water will ease installation
8.  Connect the supplied water hose to your water source and to the water inlet of the unit.
9.  Attach pre-installed cap to the chemical container and slide container into bracket.

Operation

Dispensing of diluted chemical can be performed in a number of ways

•  Lever / Button Activation – The unit can be operated by pushing up on 
the lever.  This lever can be locked in an “On” position by depressing the 
lever inward.  To unlock the “On” position, either depress the lever or push 
up on the bottle fill lever.

•  Bottle Fill Activation – Slide a bottle up to the bottom of the unit and 
push up on the shown lever.

Troubleshooting
Symptom Probable Cause Remedy

Proportioner fails to draw 
chemical properly.

Water valve is not shutting 
off completely.

Water valve is leaking.

Threaded connections are 
leaking water.

1.  Insufficient water supply pressure. 
2.  Mineral deposits are built up in the in 	
     the proportioner.

1.  “Sliding lever” return spring may 
      be missing.
2.  “Sliding lever” is not returning all the 	
      way down due to interference between  	
      the sliding lever and either the
      chemical supply and/or outlet tubing.
3.  Bucket fill outlet hose is catching the 	
     bottom edge of the sliding lever during 	
     normal usage.

1.  Enclosing tube nut is too loose. 
2.  The O-ring on the water inlet and outlet 	
     fittings may be out-of-position. 

1.  The connection between the blend 	
     center and water supply line is too loose 	
     or rubber washer is missing.
2.  Backflow prevention devices and/or 	
     proportioners are too loose.

1.  20 PSI is the minimum allowable pressure.  
2.  Soak proportioner in delimer to clean 		
     mineral deposits.

1.  Remove cover and visually check for 
      sliding lever return spring.  Replace if 
      missing.
2.  Remove cover and visually check for any 	
      tubes rubbing the sliding lever.  Routing 	
      of chemical supply and outlet tubing must 	
      not restrict the movement of the sliding 	
      lever.  Reroute tubing.
3.  Don’t pull the bucket fill outlet hose too 		
     tight from either side otherwise sliding 
     lever may not return properly.

1.  Shut water supply off first.  Hand-tighten 	
     the enclosing Hose nut.  Do not 
     overtighten w/tool.
2.  Take the O-ring off and reinstall on end of 	
     Male end and push back together. 

1.  Shut water supply off first.  Carefully tighten 	
      the female hose coupling on the blend 		
      center to the inlet water supply line.  
2. Check to make sure the washer is in place 	
     and carefully tighten
